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SRRBBL is committed to providing a positive, safe, and respectful environment where young athletes can learn, compete, and grow. The following Code of Conduct applies to players, coaches, parents, guardians, and spectators. Participation in SRRBBL requires full agreement to these expectations.

1. Player Expectations
Players agree to:
· Demonstrate good sportsmanship at all times—toward teammates, opponents, coaches, and officials.
· Respect referees’ decisions without argument or negative reactions.
· Play hard, play fair, and put team success over individual performance.
· Refrain from using inappropriate language, gestures, or behavior.
· Attend practices and games on time and notify coaches of scheduling issues.
Consequences for Players:
· Verbal warning
· Technical foul
· Bench time or removal from a game
· Suspension or removal from SRRBBL if poor behavior persists

2. Parent & Spectator Expectations
Parents, guardians, and all fans agree to:
· Maintain a positive and respectful attitude at all times.
· Support all players and encourage good sportsmanship.
· Refrain from yelling at referees, coaches, players, or other spectators.
· Avoid coaching from the sidelines; allow coaches to do their job.
· Address concerns privately with coaches or league staff via email—never during or after a game.
· Be role models of calm, respectful behavior.
Consequences for Parents/Spectators:
· Verbal warning
· Technical foul 
· Removal from the gym 
· Suspension from attending future games
· Removal of the player and family from SRRBBL if poor behavior continues

3. Coach Expectations
Coaches agree to:
· Teach and model respect, teamwork, and sportsmanship.
· Maintain composure and professionalism at all times.
· Communicate respectfully with officials, league staff, players, and families.
· Ensure that all players receive fair playing time according to league rules.
· Address misconduct by players and spectators appropriately.
· Promote a safe and positive environment for all athletes.

4. Technical Fouls & Coach Responsibility
· Coaches are responsible not only for their own behavior but also for the conduct of their team’s spectators.
· If a coach, or their team’s fans, become rowdy, aggressive, or disrespectful, the coach will receive a technical foul.
· Repeated incidents may result in suspension or removal from coaching within SRRBBL.

5. League Authority & Enforcement
To maintain a healthy environment, SRRBBL reserves the right to:
· Issue warnings, technical fouls, or suspensions
· Remove any player, coach, parent, or spectator from games or facilities
· Remove players and/or families from SRRBBL entirely if misconduct persists

All decisions regarding conduct and consequences are at the discretion of SRRBBL officials and are final.
